Ray and Vivian are likewise founding partners in Chew Entertainment – a premiere event
production firm whose work includes the bi-annually acclaimed “A Night of Inspiration”
at Carnegie Hall, an all-star concert that promotes diversity and unity at the famed
venue with a 64-piece orchestra, a 150 voice multicultural choir and notable artists from
the gospel and secular communities. The couple similarly remains steadfast in their
commitment to philanthropy through both the Power 2 Inspire Foundation, which they
created to identify and nurture the future of music creators and industry leaders, and
by fundraising efforts in partnership with the American Federation of Musicians to
benefit out of work musicians affected by the Covid-19 pandemic.
